On March 26, 1896, Booker T.
Washington issued an invitation to George
Washington Carver to come to Tuskegee. It
was an invitation that opened the door for
Carver to fulfill his mission of doing the
greatest good to the greatest number of his
people. Carver, gifted in a number of fields
from art to botany, chose to focus his career
on the science of agriculture and imparting
the knowledge of such to others.

George Washington Carver arrived on
the campus of Tuskegee in October of
1896, intending to spend a few years,
instead, he spent a lifetime. Upon his death
in 1943, he left his entire life's savings to
Tuskegee University “for the purpose of

promoting scientific research, especially as
applied to farming...”

It is in his spirit that the Tuskegee
University Agricultural, Environmental and
Natural Sciences Alumni Association
(TUAENSAA - formerly the Agricultural and
Home Economics Alumni Association.)
founded the George Washington Carver
Society in 1995. The Society is made up of
very special individuals who embrace Dr.
Carver’s spirit and commit themselves to
giving generously to help others, in this
case students, by ensuring their ability to
continue their education for their benefit and
that of society.

Ten Years Ago...

On March 26, 1995, The George
Washington Carver Society was founded
with the initiation of its first 27 members.
With the amount raised that year of over
$30,000, the George Washington Carver
Endowement Fund was established with its

purpose of providing
ongoing scholarships to
aid students in
completing their degrees.
Since that time, the
Society has inducted 80
members, raised over
$175,000.00 and
awarded over 30 scholarships.
